	· Banana may splinter and go toward audience

· Pupils wear goggles throughout show

	Popping tin with expanding liquid nitrogen
	· Tin lid may pop off toward audience
	Pupils, Adults and Sensation staff
	· Tin kept up-right so lid goes up rather than outward

· Pupils wear goggles throughout show and are at safe distance from experiment 


	Adding hot water to liquid nitrogen


	Hot water may spill
	Pupils, Adults and Sensation staff
	· Performed at safe distance

· Pupils should not approach demonstration area



	Entering an exiting from show
	· Tripping hazard
	Pupils, Adults and Sensation staff
	· Personal belongings (bags + jackets) to be stored outside room or safely away from work areas
